Minutes of the JCR meeting held on 01.12.2013
Presidents Business

· There are some sofas in here, they’re from the Morley Fletcher room. Money that was going to be spent on sofas will be partly spent on beanbags etc, college will match money spent by the JCR.

· Pizza: Where should pizza come from. Same amount of money was spent at express pizza as dominos this week. Julia: Large at express pizza 5 for £30. Large at dominos 4 for £34 – a little bit more expensive that usual. Nick: (original proposer of the pizza motion) suggests continuing a mix. Jamie: Dominos is definitely better, but more pizza is also better. Patrick: Not a life changing increase in amount of pizza. Katie: I prefer express pizza. Shaun: Express pizza is too bready. Mellissa: Dominos pizza tastes like cardboard. Robbie: 5 express pizza is worth 6.5 dominos pizza in terms of area, as the express pizza is 30% bigger. Nick: buy drinks as well? Jamie: The dips on express pizza are really hard to open. Robbie: There’s more choice of sauces from express pizza. Opinion poll: Only dominos 11, only express 3, equal values spent at each 5.

· Christmas fair made over £400 vs 100 last year.

· Stuff for next term: Push a college bursary for people from deprived backgrounds. Similar to reach scholarship: Met by OUSU, JCR, College. Provides 1 scholarship per 3 years. 

· We still pay OUSU subs from JCR budget. Every other college pays it, we’re the only one paying it from the budget. £3000 out of our £15 000 is spent on OUSU. If a college chose to disaffiliate, would not affect money for JCR, as OUSU still has to provide things. Julia: also makes it easier to compare with other colleges, St Catz budget is £50 000 a year.
· Wifi: Tim said last meeting “yes I would also like wifi, would be good for confrences. It’s something I’m pushing for etc…”. Actually not before 2015.

· Robbie: Will Hick is Worcester Sport’s Personality of the Term. He wasn’t drinking that night but I’ll give him the Sting (prize decided previously for the winner) when he asks for it.

· Jamie: Housing ballot happening tomorrow. 
The Music Equipment Motion

This JCR notes that:

1. A number of JCR events are run throughout the year which require live music and/or voice amplification outside of the bar.

2. What little equipment the college owns is of poor quality or is broken and we currently get by by borrowing equipment from members of the college and wider university. This is unfair, unreliable and unsustainable (Ian Chan won’t be here forever).

3. Arts Rep Patrick is able to spend up to £140 of the Arts budget on equipment however this is not enough for what is required.

This JCR resolves to:

1. Set aside up to £500 of the motions budget to be spent on live music equipment. This would consist of any of: Portable PA system/amp/mics/accessories. 

2. Task Arts Rep Patrick Gildersleve with purchasing live music equipment. Up to £140 from the Arts budget would be spent first, then up to £500 of the motions budget.

Discussion:

Proposition: Not just to provide extra fresh beats, we often end up borrowing stuff and it’s often difficult to find or doesn’t work. Stuff in the bar is fine, but most of the stands are broken. Events: Oxmas, garden parties etc. Full price is only if we get a full pa system. Amps etc would be 200-300.
Benefits of PA: Easier for microphones and a centralised system.
What would affect this decision?: PA will have 4 or 5 inputs.

How much is a PA system - ~4-500. Amp is 200-300.

What does JCR already own? Mic in bar, broken mic stand. No amp. Mixer in the bar may or may not belong to JCR. The amp we have been using belongs to a grad student at Queens.

How long does it last? Hard to say, but probably decades.

Would we make it easy for other people to borrow? JCR certainly, maybe other colleges if they ask really really nicely.

Julia: Budget update: There is £1690 in motions budget. So far £12 has been spent. Would be good not to have to rush spending at the end of term. Entz will use as well.
