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1. Motion to fund Worcester Wine Tasting Society
Emily Dillistone: The £50 would go towards initial costs such as glasses, raffle tickets, promotion and freshers fair stalls. The money would be to launch the society and allow it to develop interest and gather new members. It would prevent the Society going into debt.

Emily: £5 entry for 3 tastings of good quality wine (£8-9). For non-members blind tasting society is £5 for members £10. No membership to make it more flexible. Also food may accompany wines e.g. desert wines.
Caitlin Kelly: How will you make this sustainable in the long term. What will happen when the £50 runs out.
Emily: This is only for initial costs. After this the society should be self-funding. We will have a sign up so we know how much wine to buy. We will personally pay for excess wine bought.

2. SolidariTee Motion
Ben Darwent: T-shirts will cost £2.20 each and be sold on for £10. The profits will go straight to Advocates Abroad. This is something I support as I worked in a refugee camp for 4 months. For example, a refugee given a translator who spoke the wrong language was denied asylum. Other colleges have donated money to this cause.
Gabrielle Woodward: Why does this need to go to motions rather than through the motions budget and Alex Scott.
Ben: The money is needed as soon as possible to buy T-shirts as they will be worn on a specific day soon.
Susie Goldsbrough: What are the charities and motions budgets
Thomas Linden: Charities budget is £2000 pounds. Motions budget is £600 for this term 
Hetty Stanley: Is this a loan
Ben: No- all money is for the charity
Susie: Why should the JCR spend a quarter of its termly budget on a charity which is close to one person (despite it being a great cause)
