· Many other colleges have a greater range of equal opps roles on their JCR committee.
· Budget of equal opps would be split over all sub committee roles.
· Role titles and mandates slightly altered to make them more relevant for roles they are carrying out and to encompass more people.
· JCR Committee supports this change.
· Husts for roles would be in trinity, this year’s subcommittee would be made full committee members (have husted in last year’s motions meeting).
