Film screening

Film funding in oxford is minimal and you can’t go to any of the drama bodies in order to get funding, even though films are very expensive to produce – requiring sets, props, insurance etc. Buskins think the way to go is JCR rather than to them. We just want to try to go towards breaking even. Not many people are involved in this film so each person has had to fork out a lot of money. If we want to actually submit it or do anything with this film in future we are going to have to make the money back. We are thinking of trying crowd funding but this is obviously very hard. We will need money for film screening later in term. The film was heavily Worcester- dominated e.g. most of the crew and actors

Juni – Follows themes of isolation and loneliness – less dialogue more visuals. It’s about a girl who struggles to communicate with others. It reproduces little everyday experiences that everyone can relate to – it’s about overcoming these problems.
