Change of Welfare rep titles
Jordan: This motion aims to reduce the misconception that if you are female, you can only go to the ‘female rep’ and if you are male, you can only go to the ‘male rep’. In the constitution it will say that one of the reps must be  ‘male or non-binary’, and the other ‘female or non-binary’, and this is how it would be advertised for hustings, but colloquially e.g. on the back of freshers’ T-shirts it will just say ‘welfare rep’ for both.
