Housing Motion

Ellen: We can look for a compromise. We can’t put 3rd years in accommodation for conferences.
Georgia: Mitchell (grade 3) a lot more expensive than grade 6 in 2nd year accommodation. The student loan is less. Easter vac cost. I don’t think it’s as isolating for 2nd years to not have kitchens compared to 1st years. Could we make vac lease optional? 
Ellen: Decision needs to be made next week because 2nd years are balloting then.
Georgia: Issue of affording accommodation within friendship groups.
Ellen: Looking into making a price average. 
Holly: Would it be possible to re-do grading based on points? 
Ellen: College used to have a 24-grade system, due to logistical reasons this was reduced to 6
Holly: Switch some grade 6 to grade 5?
Georgia: One price for all? 
Maddie: Issue of staying over Easter in 3rd year. This proposal would probably work if this becomes opt-out.
Ruby: Opt-out would have to be certain buildings.
Ellen: Conclusion- go to accommodation, get info about Easter vac. Postpone motion and come back in 6th.
Victor: I officially withdraw my motion.


Informal Hall prices

Damon: College won’t be happy with losing money.
