Emergency Motion – Additional Constitutional Changes
Freddie – This is based on discussions with college to try and update articles. This is coming before the final review and then it will be locked in until the next review. 
The first two articles of the motion are read. 
This vote is whether or not we should hold a referendum to implement the changes. 
Connie – I’ll scroll through.
Amrit – I raise an objection to paragraph four. Its apparent this amendment is an attempt to address the unlawful provisions of article five, but it retains article 5.1 and adds wording which contradicts is and the true intention can’t be determined. There needs to be a deletion or substantial amendment. It refers to an internal dispute proceeding which can’t make lawful determinations. Similarly, neither could ever provide an effective remedy if there had been an unlawful interpretation of the constitution so I suggest it should be removed. 
Connie – What would you like to see changed?
Amrit – Add in a provision which deletes 5.1 and delete the wording in quotation marks from in so far as to higher education. 
Connie – Amrit is suggesting a procedural motion to make the suggested amendments. 
Damon – I haven’t been part of the wording, but we have been told that it is good wording
Amrit – We can correct this now or only partially address it. 
Freddie – I think it would require a large amount of legal research and Damon’s point could be correct that we should raise it again. 
Amrit – I brought this motion forward to amend unlawful provisions last year numerous times and there was an unwillingness to accept it. 
Damon – There was some resistance last year, but it was not in our control and current committee may be pleased to make changes to unlawful provisions.
Amrit – I don’t think I can accept that and there is no
Freddie – I would prefer this to be a motion suggested in the future with legal reasoning in writing.
Connie – Perhaps we can put this one to a vote and come back to this later.
Freddie – I formally reject this amendment.
Connie – Shall we then vote on what we have now and then come back as we aren’t getting far with discussion.
