
Motion Title: Donation to Make A Smile

This JCR notes:
· Make A Smile is a charity, originally started in Cardiff, which helps bring character interactions to children who may not normally be able to access them, e.g. due to illness or disability. Student volunteers dress as princesses, superheroes, etc, and visit hospitals, hospices, play centres, etc, to help bring personalised experiences and happiness to young children. 
· Volunteers receive mandatory training, and also have the opportunity to participate in additional training such as BSL and Autism Awareness training, to help improve interactions with young children and break down barriers that may normally prevent children being able to meet their favourite characters. 
· A chapter of Make A Smile has just been launched in Oxford, with three first year undergraduates from Worcester on the Committee. 
· Founding a new chapter is expensive, and costumes can cost around £100. 
· The new chapter is hoping to run online events due to COVID-19 restrictions, until in-person events are safe. 

This JCR believes:
· All children deserve a childhood, regardless of hardship, disability, illness or background.
· Supporting the founding of a new Make A Smile chapter in Oxford would help spread joy to local children.

This JCR resolves:
· To donate £200, to help Make A Smile create the initial wardrobe for the Oxford chapter.
